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This orphaned Eastern gray squirrel somehow became a real staff favorite over the past month.  Maybe it's because he was the first of the second phase of squirrel babies we typically get each year (Eastern gray squirrels tend to have two litters a year; a "spring" litter and a "fall" litter) or maybe it's because he proved to be quite feisty early on.  Either way, our summer interns took extra special interest in him and nicknamed him "Henry Hans."  He is doing really well ~ growing strong and getting big ~  and we have placed a newer "fall" baby with him so he has a buddy in his cage.  Henry Hans should be able to be released at the end of next month ~ but he won't be forgotten at Wild Care! 
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Back to the Park  
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These photogenic screech owls have been with us all summer and are now ready to be returned to Nickerson State Park in Brewster where they were originally rescued.  The wonderful park staff are very excited to have the screech owls re-homed in the park before long and have been cooperating with us in choosing the best spot to release them.  Our Wild Care animal staff have been observing the owls in our elliptical aviary and are pleased to see that they have used the provided nesting boxes and are proving capable of independent survival. 
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Update on "Jenny"   
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Many in the Wild Care family took a shine to "Jenny", a juvenile Virginia Opossum that arrived at our clinic last summer with three siblings.  While the others were eventually able to be released, Jenny has a mouth deformity that would have made it very difficult for her to survive on her own.  Luckily, she was able to find a home with the kind people at Mass Audubon's Drumlin Farm Wildlife Sanctuary in Lincoln.  Drumlin Farm offers a wide variety of nature programs for people of all ages and Jenny serves as an educational ambassador animal there.  We are so happy to know that our Jenny is thriving and helping to teach visitors about native wild animals in Massachusetts.
