With the winter comes the storms, and with the storms come the Sea Birds! Traditionally, Wild Care sees increased numbers of injured and stranded sea birds in the winter months, and with our Sea Bird Therapy Pool project nearing completion, we will be ready for our cold weather guests. Already we have had several come to our clinic, including a razorbill and a few Herring gulls. One of the herring gulls was rescued in Eastham in late November after a Nor'Easter brought wind and rains across the Cape.  The rescuer thought the gull's wing was broken, but on examination, our animal care team discovered that it was actually twisted back into his body and he couldn't unfurl it on his own. After gently straightening the wing, we moved him to the aviary. He quickly began eating and gaining strength and we were able to release him on December 8th.

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Window Strikes   

 Unfortunately, many of us have had this happen ~ one of our feathered friends flies into a window at our home or office and appears to be seriously injured. It is possible that the bird is simply stunned by the impact, and that he will regroup and be able to fly off on his own. If it appears that isn't the case - give us a call at Wild Care at 508-240-2255 and we can advise you what to do next. It might make sense to bring the bird into our clinic. We've had a couple of window strike victims at Wild Care this month - a Hairy Woodpecker from Harwich which we released the next day and a Mourning Dove who stayed a bit longer (to gain some weight.)
