A concerned resident from Harwich brought us a male Eastern Bluebird in December whose wing was covered with pine sap. The bird had spread the sap through its feathers by either trying to remove it or through regular preening. Wild Care staff carefully removed the sap with Dawn detergent emulsified with canola oil - which is a very delicate procedure.  After several washings the sap was gone and the bird was given antibiotics for its torn skin. The bluebird was a great patient - he ate well and really thrived. He preened consistently and once he was water-proof we moved him to one of our small aviaries. We were happy to see that he was ready to be released just before the new year.

In December, we had lots of wild bluebirds come to our property, even visiting the aviary while our recuperating bluebird was there. So when we released him we knew he would have lots of bluebird buddies nearby!

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The Fate of a Falcon

Wild Care was able to assist with the care of an adult Peregrine Falcon that came to us from off-Cape.  Wild Care stabilized the bird and splinted the compromised wing. As many of you know, Peregrine's are an endangered species. Protocol for endangered species is to contact Fish and Wildlife and follow their further directions, which we did.  The bird was transported up to Tufts Veterinary School where they x-rayed him and discovered he had been shot.
