Lucky Bunny 
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Earlier this month, a baby Eastern Cottontail rabbit was brought to our Critical Care Clinic after surviving a cat attack. Weighing in at only 54g (she was about 3 inches long) we knew the odds of survival for this tiny bunny were long, but she also seemed to have spunk that a baby rabbit in this condition usually lacks.

We contacted our friends at Lower Cape Veterinary Services in Eastham for their opinion.  Dr. John Kelley felt he could help the bunny, so he sutured her wounds and sent her back to Wild Care for continued treatment and observation.  After a couple days of care and medication we were impressed by her progress.  In fact, she was so energetic that she nibbled at her stitches!  So we returned her to LCVS where Dr. Kelley told us that he just couldn't give up on this little rabbit.  Once again he, and his vet tech Emily, sutured the wounds. Back at Wild Care, our animal care team continued to hand feed the bunny twice a day.  Eventually she was eating greens on her own, and weaned off her formula. Our amazing rabbit volunteer, Kristine Nickerson Beebe, took over her care and nursed her to good health and independence.  This week the bunny was released in a beautiful spot in Yarmouth Port where there was lots of clover... her favorite.

This story had a happy ending for the bunny, but we at Wild Care ask you to please consider keeping your cats indoors! 
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"Love" Birds  
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We received two pigeon patients separately, but knowing how their species craves companionship, we housed them together, first inside in our quiet bird room, and then in one of our small exterior aviaries.  Shortly after their move outside, we noticed an egg on the ground and then another in a nest above.  Placing the first egg with the other in the nest, we encountered a bit of guarded aggression from the male pigeon, who was keeping the nested egg warm.  Later in the day, it was the female who was roosting on the eggs.  Pigeons, who mate for life, follow this shared parenting system.  The father guards the nest in the early part of the day, and then the mother takes over for the evening.  We are keeping close watch on our cuddly couple and once their chicks are hatched, we plan to release them all together.  So our inadvertent match-making has worked ~ and facilitated a new pigeon family!  
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Swans a Nesting 
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Concerned citizens in Swansea alerted their Animal Control Officer that after two adult Mute Swans were killed, there was a nest of their eggs left unattended.  The officer ventured deep into the marsh, collected the eggs as best she could with Wild Care's instructions, and delivered the eggs to us.  We have been keeping them warm and safe in our incubator, in the event that they might be viable and hatch.  It is a long shot, considering the distance they had to travel to get to us and any unknown events that may have happened to the them, but Wild Care's animal team will stay vigilant and remain hopeful that we might have cygnets hatching in the near future.
