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Visitors to Race Point Beach in Provincetown discovered this juvenile Great Black Backed gull, clearly suffering from wing droop. Once he was brought to Wild Care, we sent him for X-rays and discovered he had a wing fracture. Our animal care team immobilized his wing with Vet Wrap and have treated him to several outings in our Sea Bird Therapy pools ~ which he clearly enjoys. We will keep him for a few weeks at least, and then get another set of x-rays done to determine how well his wing is healing. In the meantime, he is one of our friendliest patients.
